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FEDERAL HIGHWAY SAFETY GRANTS
IN JEOPARDY: Despite a spike in traffic fatali-
ties, states could lose as much as $120 million in
highway safety grants if Congress doesn’t change
a planned bill to fund the government’s operations
for six months. Congress passed a new highway
bill this year that streamlines the federal grant pro-
cess that provides state funds for alcohol-impaired
and distracted driving prevention, increased oc-
cupant protection, motorcycle safety, teen driving
safety and data collection. Under the typical rules
for a continuing resolution, new programs such as
those authorized under the highway bill cannot be
funded.

The National Highway Traffic Safety Admin-
istration recently reported that its estimate of all
traffic deaths for the first quarter of 2012 show a
13.5% increase to the highest number since 2008.
The substantial increase is the second-largest
quarterly jump in traffic deaths since NHTSA be-
gan tracking deaths on a quarterly basis in 1975
-- and the biggest since 1979.

NHTSA reported the rate of traffic deaths per
100 million miles of vehicle travel increased sig-
nificantly to 1.1 fatalities per 100 million miles
traveled during the first three months, up from
0.98 in the same period last year, with 7,630 fatali-
ties compared to 6,720 in the first quarter of 2011.
The increase would end a steady decline in U.S.
road deaths over the last seven years, falling last
year to their lowest number since 1949.

HEAD OF MOTORCYCLE CRASH
STUDY RESIGNS OVER CONCERNS: Dr.
Samir Ahmed, the Oklahoma State University re-
searcher who has been heading up the latest mo-
torcycle crash causation study, announced that he
was leaving the program in a September 11 e-mail
stating; “I am writing to let you know that I am no
longer working on the motorcycle crash causation
study. I have serious reservations about the value
of study with the existing FHWA (Federal High-
way Administration) involvement. My expecta-
tions of the study are very low.”

Dr. Samir did not offer any further explana-
tion as to the reservations he has regarding the
FHWA involvement. The study was originally
planned to examine 900 crashes but due to fund-
ing difficulties that was cut back to approximately
300, though the Case Counter on the FHWA web-
site currently reads 100.

The Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF)
had raised commitments from its members to
provide $3 million to the study but decided not to
make the money available for a study with fewer
than the 900. It was decided then that the study
would use only one location instead of the three
that had been envisioned, and the reduced study
got underway last year.

In the meantime, the MSF has announced the
conclusion of an unprecedented year-long Motor-
cycle Naturalistic Study in conjunction with the
Virginia Tech Transportation Institute designed to
track comprehensive, real-time routine riding that
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crash data that had heretofore been unavailable.
The study is yielding preliminary results that will
be released at a later date.

HELLS ANGELS SUE FEDS OVER BAN
ON MEMBERS ENTERING THE U.S.: NCOM
Brothers Behind Bars Newsletter editor Mike
Davis SOS MC Retired recently reported that the
Hells Angels Motorcycle Club is going to court
to protest a U.S. government policy barring the
club’s foreign members from visiting the United
States and is also fighting its federal designation
as a “known criminal organization.”

In a complaint filed in federal court in Wash-
ington, DC the Hells Angels Motorcycle Corpora-
tion names Janet Napolitano, the Secretary of the
Department of Homeland Security, Secretary of
State Hillary Rodham Clinton and Alejandro May-
orkas who is the Director of U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services, and claims its designation
as a “known criminal organization” by the depart-
ments of Homeland Security and State violates
immigration law and the group’s constitutional
rights by systematically denying entry to its mem-
bers in 26 countries on six continents.

HAMC v. Napolitano et al. (1:12-cv-1357)
disputes the Obama administration’s foreign pol-
icy that declares “the Hells Angels, the Outlaws,
Bandidos, and the Mongols” to be organized crime
groups and is seeking an injunction allowing for-
eign members to be granted visas to travel to the
U.S. In its lawsuit, the group claims the govern-
ment routinely denies visas “to all aliens based
solely on their membership in a Hells Angels
charter without further analysis into whether or
not that individual seeks to enter the United States
to engage solely, principally, or incidentally in un-
lawful activity.”

Lawyers for the club describe its membership
as composed of loosely associated charters, “made
up of motorcycle enthusiasts who have joined to
ride motorcycles together, organize social events,
fundraisers, parties and motorcycle rallies” and
the group says any crimes committed by its mem-
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bers have been done as individual acts, and are not
representative of the club as a whole.

DEPUTY SUSPENDED FOR SEIZING
BIKER’S CAMERA: The Dallas County Sheriff’s
office issued a 30-day suspension without pay to a
deputy after footage showed him seizing a helmet-
mounted camera from a motorcyclist as potential
evidence of alleged crimes committed by other un-
identified riders.

A video viewed nearly 500,000 times on You-
Tube shows the Texas deputy on camera issuing
this comment to the biker: “The reason you’re
being pulled over is because I’'m gonna take your
camera and we’re gonna use it as evidence of in
the crimes that have been committed by other bik-
ers.”

Our legal experts at AIM/NCOM (Aid to In-
jured Motorcyclists/National Coalition of Motor-
cyclists) agree that the officer’s rationale does not
constitute probable cause to make a traffic stop
and does not justify seizing the camera, nor is it
illegal to wear a camera on a helmet.

The sheriff’s deputy eventually arrested the
motorcycle rider and according to the Examiner
newspaper he then tried to slam the door of the
patrol car on the biker’s leg before hauling him oft
to jail. The biker was finally released and issued a
ticket for only an obstructed license plate.

The officer was also disciplined for leaving a
drunk driver at the jail without booking him before
going out on the call relating to motorcyclists rid-
ing on [-35.

LONE STAR COURT RULES ON CELL-
PHONE SEARCHES: Suds, Texas Commander
of the U.S. Defenders/COIR Division, issued the
following notice re: Texas Court of Appeals Opin-
ion on Cellphone Searches --

Our AIM/NCOM Attorney Bill Smith shared
an important decision made by the Texas Court
of Appeals about evidence retrieved from a cell-
phone without a search warrant.

The Court rules in favor of the people. The
opinion cited a case where an individual was ar-
rested on one charge, and based on hearsay, an
investigating detective went to the property room
of the jail and retrieved the individual’s cellphone
and scrolled through the photos he had stored on
it. Originally arrested for disorderly conduct, the
defendant now had to face an indictment of im-
proper photography or visual recording.

Prosecutors argued that a jailed individual
had no rights to expectation of privacy. The Texas
Court of Appeals disagreed and stated that while
an inmate has no reasonable expectation of pri-
vacy in his cell, his/her stored property does fall
under reasonable expectation of privacy. It is not
as though the officer saw the pictures scrolling
on the display screen, rather the phone had to be
turned on and the photos accessed and scrolled
through. While this may not stop a rogue officer
from scrolling through your cellphone, anything
found will not be admissible in court without a
search warrant first.

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SPEED CAMERAS COULD BE ANY-
WHERE: As drivers become more savvy about
spotting speed cameras along roads and highways,
police are making it tougher by disguising their
revenue-generating equipment. Authorities in and
around Washington D.C. are expanding their speed
camera programs, reports the Washington Examin-
er, and now they’re purchasing cameras that look
like mailboxes and trash containers to unsuspect-
ing motorists. They’re also more mobile, so police
can reposition them so drivers cannot get used to
seeing them in one particular area.

Nearby Prince George’s County in Maryland
purchased nearly 60 mobile cameras last year, and
expects to generate $28 million in annual revenue,
reports the news outlet. A similar speed-camera
program in D.C. generated $55 million in fiscal
year 2011.

Meanwhile, the traffic-camera debate has ig-
nited state and local governments across the coun-
try: some embrace camera-based technology as
a cost-efficient law-enforcement and safety tool;
others cast it off as an overly intrusive money grab.

In all, 13 states utilize speed-reading cameras,
while 12 states have passed laws banning them.
Twenty-four states are currently operating at least
one red-light camera within their borders, while
another nine prohibit their use. Despite the con-
flicting laws, overall use of cameras has gone up
rapidly in recent years: red-light cameras were in
25 communities in 2000, compared with more than
500 today. Speed cameras went from 20 jurisdic-
tions in 2005 to 113 today.

NEW BIKE INSURANCE SUSPENDED
OVER LAW AND ORDER CONCERNS: Insur-

ance companies have stopped offering insurance
policies to purchasers of new motorcycles in Kara-
chi, Pakistan due to increase in snatching and theft
incidents of two wheelers in the city.

Law enforcement agencies, facing targeted
killings and a skyrocketing crime rate, are appar-
ently not interested in curbing such criminal activ-
ity, leaving poverty-stricken citizens at the mercy
of thieves who are snatching dozens of motorcy-
cles daily.

Motorcyclists who recently purchased brand-
new bikes are being fleeced by illegal insurance
agents to get their bikes insured, as all listed insur-
ance companies in the city have suspended bike
insurance policies due to the prevailing law and
order situation.

AUSTRALIA MAY REQUIRE RIDERS TO
WEAR FLORESCENT CLOTHING: Australia’s
1.3 million motorcycle riders would be forced
by law to wear florescent jackets under propos-
als splitting the biker and scooter community. A
national battle over the possibility of compulsory
hi-visibility clothing began when the luminescent
idea was pushed by Senior Sergeant Bill Gore of
the Wangaratta Highway Patrol as part of a safety
bid to reduce motorcycle accidents.

A Victorian Government road safety inquiry
will consider the hi-viz option and, if adopted, oth-
er states could be expected to follow suit.

Damien  Codognotto, = Melbourne-based
spokesman for the Independent Riders’ Group, is
fighting mandatory day-glo because it could affect
the liability of a bike or scooter rider after an ac-
cident. “Gore’s law is likely to change the legal
standing of motorcycle and scooter riders and their
liability after a crash regardless of who was at
fault,” he told news.com.au.
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trauma who were on two wheels (who are) seen as
easy targets for reduced compensation,” explained
Codognotto. “That is not only unjust considering
the premiums and taxes we pay, it is disastrous for
riders’ families.” He said there had not been much
research into the issue and the collection of crash-
site data had been patchy.

LAWSUITS FILED OVER BAD GAS: Two
Indiana residents have filed separate class-action
lawsuits against BP after they were told it would
cost thousands of dollars to fix their vehicles,
which were damaged by a bad batch of gasoline
from the company’s Whiting refinery.

BP has issued a recall for about 2.1 million
gallons of off-specification gasoline that was
shipped to stations in Indiana, Illinois and Wis-
consin in early August. The company has reported
that more than 7,000 people have already reported
problems to BP.

Lake County resident Mark Gonzalez says in
his suit, filed in the federal court in Hammond, IN
that he filled up both his 2002 GMC Yukon and
his 2007 Harley-Davidson motorcycle with the
bad gasoline, leading to repairs costing more than
$1,000.

The attorney representing one complainant
said they decided to file for class-action status,
which must still be granted by a federal judge, be-
cause so many people like his client have been hurt
by the bad gasoline but would likely spend more
on legal fees than any money they would receive
from BP.

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Motorcycle Satety Report

The Politics of Safety Questions!

“In order to make the right decisions,
motorcycle riders need the right informa-
tion”

ABATE of California - we are a state motor-
cycle rights organization. It is our duty, our job
and our responsibility to fight for the rights of all
motorcycle riders. Our first responsibility is to our
state riders, but we have a duty to do the best job
we can for all riders in this nation.

Having said this I have a question to ask,
“What is the most basic, the most foundational
goal that we as a states rights organization must
make sure is secure for all California Motorcycle
riders?” Think about this while I continue on.

As the CA ABATE Safety Officer I attended
the California Motorcycle Safety Program (CMSP)
meeting. Before I go any further, let me say that at
this meeting I hand delivered a letter to the rep-
resentative from the California Office of Traffic
Safety outlining some things that we would like
to see happen with motorcycle rider safety funds.
Starting in October the new Federal Transporta-
tion Funding program MAP-21, Moving Ahead

went back up in 2010. Preliminary data for 2011
shows that it is dropping again, 66%, and that fatal
motorcycle crashes are up about 9%.

Here is the most important point about this
data, it is not my data, it is the states own data. I
am just listening to what this data is saying. Here
is how I am hearing it, in 2011 there were more
fatal motorcycle crashes than the year before, and
motorcycle riders are responsible for causing less
crashes than the year before. Said another way,
more car drivers are responsible for crashes that
are killing motorcycle riders than the year before.
So, here is another question, what kind of vehicle
driver awareness programs for motorcycles are
we as riders seeing, other than a couple of days of
freeway signs in May?

Just a couple of pieces of information for all
of us to keep in mind: Cal Trans is one of the larg-
est state agencies.

So, back to the question I asked at the begin-
ning, what is your answer? My answer to the most
basic and fundamental right that we as riders have,
the right to have the opportunity to ride on the saf-
est public roadways the state can achieve with the
resources available to the state. So, what happens
when the agency with the most control over what
happens for our riding safety doesn’t really have
the time to worry about our riding safety? Here
is an even more far reaching question, if we can’t
even get some of the simplest things for our own
riding safety secured, how are we ever going to be
able to work on freedom of choice issues?

There is a lot more to this story. There are also
a lot of things what we can do about this. But for
now, two proper, formal and professional requests
have gone to the State of California. After the pub-
lication of this issue of the Bailing Wire both re-
quests will be public information. So, now that we,
ABATE, have made these requests, I would like all
the ABATE members who read this to use www.
goodsearch.com (ABATE of CA gets money when
you do a search here) and search for the Pennsyl-
vania ABATE website. Check out their “Look Out
for Motorcycles” sign program. So, why can’t CA

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ABATE start a program like that here? Let’s think
about this, if CA ABATE can get a program like
this started after having sent two letters to the
state asking for signs, who gets the credit for be-
ing proactive on safety? Conversely, who looks
like they are behind the 8-ball? If CA ABATE gets
the credit for being proactive for motorcycle rider
safety, we also get a bit more political credibility,
which I know we can use to our advantage.

Below is a copy of the letter submitted. I re-
ally don’t think we are asking for anything un-
reasonable or too expensive. Also, it looks like I
might be down in the So Cal area for the week-
end, starting on Thursday, October 25, 2012. I am
always looking for ideas, thoughts and conversa-
tion.

Director Murphy:

On behalf of ABATE of California, I thank
you and your staff for all the work that you have
done to keep California motorcycle riders safe.
Being the top state for registered motorcycles in
the nation, having an outstanding year-round mo-
torcycle riding climate, and the beautiful places
to which to see as a ride destination, both Cali-
fornians and out of state riders makes motorcycle
safety a daunting task.

With the transportation reauthorization leg-
islation, Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st
Century (MAP-21) going into effect on October
1, 2012, the California Office of Traffic Safety
(OTS) will be undertaking new motorcycle rider
safety programs. We understand that the section
405 Motorcyclist Safety Grants has not yet been
completely formalized through the National High-
way Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), but
we note that part of this grant involves public
outreach programs designed to enhance driver

awareness of motorcyclists. ABATE of California
would like to offer the following suggestions as
possible programs under the section 405 Motorcy-
clist Safety Grants:

1. Twice a month display of a safety message
on freeway electronic boards, starting on Friday
and going through Sunday. Dates for messaging
should take into account major motorcyclist gath-
erings in the state, such as the “Love Ride” and/
or out of state events such as “Street Vibrations”
in Reno, NV.

2. Rotating messaging for the message boards,
such as the “Look Twice” message of “Motorcy-
clist Safety -- it’s everyone’s responsibility,” along
with any number of other pertinent messages.

3. Use of portable message boards for display
in high motorcycle crash locations. OTS has pur-
chased many of these message boards for local
agencies, they can be used at times and locations
of high motorcycle crash frequencies in a local
area. Displays could also include a safety message
for riders in areas of high solo motorcycle crashes.

4. Posting of permanent advisor signs in ar-
eas of high motorcycle traffic and/or crash areas to
advise vehicle drivers to look out for motorcycles
that are also using the roadway.

5. More use of the motorcycle rider forums,
clubs, and rights organizations such as “Bay Area
Riders Forum,” “Pashnit,” “FJR Rider Forum” and
ABATE, just to name a few, to distribute recent re-
caps about motorcycle crashes. (Example: Within
days of a major motorcycle crash, provide general
location information, motorcycle description, and
suspected cause of the crash.) This information
would heighten safety awareness in riders, particu-
larly if they ride the same type of motorcycle in the
same general riding environment.
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6. More press releases regarding motorcycle
crashes. For example, a quarterly press release
regarding the number of motorcycle crashes for a
previous quarter. Any topic that creates an aware-
ness of motorcyclists on the roadway will work,
even survey results of helmet usage obtained dur-
ing seatbelt surveys.

One additional item we would like to see is
another “Motorcyclist Safety Summit” similar to
the one in 2008. We understand that under the cur-
rent interpretation of MAP-21, section 405 Motor-
cyclist Safety Grants, funds from this grant cannot
be used for this summit. However, maybe carry
over funds from SAFETEA-LU sections 402, 405,
406, 2010 and 2011 could be re-programmed and
used for such a summit. Additionally, we would
request that a future summit be done solely by CA
OTS & CHP, no additional sponsorship by Mo-
torcycle Safety Foundation or the Motorcycle In-
dustry Council. Also, that there be a significantly
reduced number of law enforcement personnel
in attendance. We believe that more active rid-
ers from state and local motorcycle communities
would provide a more specific and unique insight
into rider safety.

Director Murphy, thank you again for your
agency’s effort to enhance motorcycle rider safety.
Please feel free to contact me at any time for any-
thing that ABATE of CA can assist you with, or
should you have any questions. Thank you in ad-
vance for your time and assistance with MAP-21,
section 405 Motorcyclist Safety Grants.

The Importance of Identity
Protection and the DMV’s Role

Identity theft is one of the fastest growing
crimes in the United States. Identity thieves can
gain access to a wide variety of personal informa-
tion by hacking computers, stealing mail and wal-
lets, and resorting to other scams to trick people.
Once these thieves get hold of your personal in-
formation, accessing your banking and credit card
information will be a breeze. Some thieves may
go as far as applying for a driver license (DL)
and identification card (ID) under your name. Be
sure to follow these steps to keep your informa-
tion private and to prevent thieves from being is-
sued a fraudulent DL or ID: 1) Store your personal
information in a secure place. 2) Shred mail that
may contain personal information before throwing
it away. 3) Make sure passwords are strong pass-
words that cannot be easily guessed and keep them
in a secure location. 4) Do not carry your social se-
curity card in your wallet. 5) Only carry one credit
card at a time in case your wallet is stolen. 6) Limit
the number of pre-approved credit offers you re-
ceive by calling 888-567-8688 toll free to opt out
of prescreened credit and insurance offers.

Notifying the DMV: To help keep your identi-
ty secure, the DMV is doing its part to ensure your
personal information remains private. In field of-
fices throughout California, DMV employees are
continuously being trained to detect the possible
use of any fraudulent documents to ensure the safe
keeping of people’s identities. If you are a victim
of identity theft, notify the DMV immediately by
calling 1-866-658-5758, or emailing dlfraud@

dmv.ca.gov, so the DMV is aware that your DL or
ID has been stolen. If your ID or DL is stolen, you
must schedule an appointment at your local DMV
field office to initiate the replacement process. Be
sure to schedule your appointment online for faster
service. The process will be different from renew-
ing your DL or ID and will involve additional steps
to confirm your identity.

At the appointment, you may be asked to pro-
vide a statement describing the details of the iden-
tity theft. If you filed a police report, make sure
to bring a copy with you. If a report was not filed,
you may be asked to explain why. You should
also bring copies of canceled checks and bills, to
confirm your identity, as well as letters from com-
panies or banks indicating the fraud. Confirming
your identity is necessary to prove that you have in
fact been a victim of identity theft and these docu-
ments will help you do so. To prevent thieves for
applying for a DL or ID under your name the DMV
needs to take extensive steps to confirm your iden-
tity to ensure that a DL or ID is being issued to the
correct person.

In addition, you will need to prove and vali-
date your identity with additional, official docu-
mentation. With the exception of an expired
California DL or ID card, only valid, unexpired
documents are accepted. Here is a partial list of
acceptable original documents that can be used to
prove your identity: California DL or ID card, U.S.
Birth Certificate, U.S. Passport, U.S. Certificate of
Birth Abroad or Report of Birth Abroad, Certifica-
tion of Citizenship, Certification of Naturalization,
Permanent Resident Card, U.S. Military Identifi-
cation Cards, and/or unexpired foreign passport
with a valid I-94 form.

Other forms of identification may be ac-
ceptable, but is determined on a case by case
basis. Contact your local DMV for other ac-
ceptable documents.

Additional Steps: Along with notifying
the DMV of the fraud, you should also file a
police report and contact all creditors and the
three major credit bureaus (Experian, Equi-
fax, and TransUnion). Keep a copy of the
police report and a log of all conversations
related to your identity fraud case so that you
have a record to refer to. The more details
you have, the better; dates, names of people
you talked to, telephone numbers of the agen-
cies you called, the time you spent on each
conversation, and expenses incurred, are all
things that should be noted.

Follow-up on important conversations in
writing and send them by certified mail and
request a return receipt. You want to docu-
ment everything so that you can prove that
you are a victim of fraud.

Identity theft is a scary thing and can
happen to anyone at any time, so protect
yourself against fraud by following these
tips.

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Tech Tips

EFI Performance (Part IT)

In our last column, we discussed EFI perfor-
mance in terms of upgrades. Specifically, we iden-
tified the two basic types of performance modules.
One type allows tuning of the fuel and ignition
curves, while the other fuel only. In either applica-
tion, both have evolved along with the changing
fuel injection systems. In 1995, The Motor Com-
pany offered Electronic Fuel Injection (EFI) as an
option on selected touring models. This system
was manufactured by Magnetti-Marelli and was in
use until 2002, when it was replaced with the less
problematic Delphi system. Both of these were
open-loop systems, which operate on a fixed (pre-
programmed) map. Sensor inputs dictate where
fuel delivery will operate within the map. In 2006
(Dyna models only, 2007 all models), Harley be-
gan using closed loop systems. In addition to the
same sensors the earlier systems used, oxygen
sensors were added. Oxygen (02) sensors provide
feedback from the exhaust system to the computer.
The level of oxygen in the exhaust provides a basis
for “self tuning” as the computer will make fuel
delivery adjustments.

Many folks will ask, “If the system is self
tuning, is there any reason to bother with an ad-
justable module when modifications are made to
the bike such as pipes, air filtration, cams, etc?”
The best answer is...maybe. Closed loop opera-
tion is only active during warm idle and cruise
conditions. In all other areas of the power band,
the computer is using the fuel map exclusively.

In some cases, the bike will run fine, albeit on the
lean side, with the stock map. This is the excep-
tion though. Most bikes will need a richer map via
a download or performance module. Always keep
in mind that an overly lean condition can produce
devastating results from increased combustion
temps and detonation.

It is worth mentioning that stock O2 sensors
are narrow band type devices. Since the EFI sys-
tem was designed to self tune in the power bands
mentioned above (warm idle and cruise), the nar-
row band sensor is all that is needed. Several of the
higher end after-market systems incorporate wide
band sensors and will self tune throughout the en-
tire power band.

In conclusion, the array of options can be mind
boggling. Every year the EPA mandates leaner air/

fuel mixtures and engines are running hotter. Be
fore dropping big bucks on mods for your bike
talk to a few different reputable shops and do som:«
research. These days budgets are pretty tight. Asl
what kind of performance gains you will get fo
a given amount of money spent. Always keep ir
mind that the higher you go in the horsepowe
world, the more time and money you’ll spend or
maintenance. Performance is hard on parts!
