As Spring approaches the Legislature
is taking up bills in Policy Committees.
Governor Newsom passed on giving his State
of State to the Legislature by touring California
instead and talking on the needs of the State
at locations where he would get the most Press
coverage...A first since Governor Earl Warren
gave the first State of State address in 1948!

One of the bills we are currently tracking
would require a Human Safety Operator to
be in Automomous Trucks over 10,000 LBS.
We are very aware that autonomous Vehicles
do not easily detect Motorcycles - bicycles
or People! The bill passed the Assembly
Transportation Committee and now will
be heard in Communications & Conveyance
Committee. The Motorcycle Riders Foundation
(MRF) is monitoring this closely in Washington
DC as well. To the left are proposed Bills we
are currently tracking, the ABATE Legislative
Committee will forumlate postions at our
upcoming meeting. Stay tuned for more in depth
analysis in next month’s Bailing Wire!

Growing up I did some pretty
aggressive BMX riding for the
day. And, of course, there was
minibike, moped, ATC and low
power motorcycle riding. Ihad
never so much as put on a helmet or @&
pads for any of my misadventures. g
I have always believed in freedom,
including the freedom to be stupid.
But by high school most two-wheel
adventure was in my past. That all
changed when I saw the Discovery
Channel show on The Making of the |
V-Rod. I had always liked Harleys,
but perceived them as the old guy’s
bike. Iwas too smart to want to
get on a sport bike, the young guy’s bike, because I knew I would be too
tempted to be stupid on it. And that did not bode well for my lifespan.
But the V-Rod seemed to be the happy medium for me.

Meet the New Owner of Classic Easyriders Magazine

Classic Easyriders Magazine has grabbed the attention of many
motorcycle enthusiasts for five decades. They have managed to keep
chrome addicts in the loop of the customization industry, publicize
the best biker events, and interview the most iconic people, all
while making readers feel like they are part of an exclusive club.
Dream machines, hot chicks and custom bikes have always been the
foundation for the famous biker bible. The publication went through
a period where that steady foundation broke — the content did not
compare to what it used to be. As a result, the faithful readership was
declining. That’s where savior Ray Pelosi comes in to rewrite the New
Testament of the magazine to resurrect it to its former glory.

Ray’s professional background in digital publishing and archiving
has served well in preserving and reviving the works of one of the
most influential motorcycle magazines. Surprisingly, Ray is not a rider
but has always appreciated the culture and passion within the bike
community. He promises to bring back the look, charm and feel of the
70s and 80s motorcycle magazines by adding a modern twist with even
better interviews, photography and more.

Russ Brown Motorcycle Attorneys: Congratulations on becoming
Classic Easyriders’ new publisher. Tell us a bit about your professional
background and how you seized this opportunity at Classic Easyriders
Magazine.

Ray Pelosi: My background is from film-making. Not movies,
but film and photography. I've always had an interest in the field for
archiving stuff, stuff that you don’t want to see lost. And one of the
biggest things that we’ve done over the years with GIT Corp., my
company, is help pioneer the digital market in the digital publishing
industry. Back in 2003, we picked up a digital license from Marvel
Entertainment to produce all their comic books in digital.

We got an opportunity and a call from the Sports Illustrator
guy, saying, “Hey, look, we have a friend who just bought Easyrider
Magazine, and he would like to see if you guys want to do some
licensing.” I knew it had a very long history, 50-plus years. So it was
554 issues over 50 years — and we did that as a digital collection. When
they started to have trouble with the publication, because they didn’t
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publish for almost two years, [because] they brought out two new
publishers at the time in 2019 and 2021. People weren’t happy with
the magazine. It was just a 180-degree difference. So we spoke with
the publisher and were able to actually step in and get a license deal
to bring it back to where we thought it would work. It’s been tough
because it’s starting from scratch.

Russ Brown Motorcycle Attorneys: Since Classic Easyriders
is considered the biker’s bible, what can readers expect with your
fresh beginnings in the New Testament of the magazine?

Ray Pelosi: The first thing that we did was, we brought back
some of the great talents, like Dave Nichols, who was fired when the
new publication took over. Dave Nichols is a 25-year iconic piece of
furniture which made the magazine actually run. That was their
biggest mistake getting rid of him.

We brought it back to the old-style format. What we did do was
eliminate nudity. We toned it down and got rid of the nudity. We use
one girl, which is the cover girl with a feature, still 5 bike features,
still all your events are there, mechanical type stuff.

Russ Brown Motorcycle Attorneys: Since you are not a rider,
what draws you the most to work in the motorcycle industry?

Ray Pelosi: You know, these are great people. Like bike builders.
'l tell you, I've never seen so much talent and passion for something.
That’s something that I've seen early on that really made me feel good
and I knew that I was in the right direction. Just amazing people.

Russ Brown Motorcycle Attorneys: Name one person you want to be
featured in the magazine and why?

Ray Pelosi: I was watching American Pickers. I love Mike Wolfe.
He’s just so passionate about what he does as far as picking but loves
motorcycles. He loves the brands, loves the knuckleheads and loves
Harleys. That’s the type of person I would love to do an interview with.
That’s somebody you know that has the love and the passion for it.

Russ Brown Motorcycle Attorneys: What is it about the 70s & 80s
biker culture that is so important to keep alive within the magazine?

Ray Pelosi: The biggest reason is to try and branch the old
generation with the new generation. I think that the importance
of being able to hold on to the 70s and 80s is to show the younger
generation, “Hey look, here’s what you have. Here’s what we see.”
There’s got to be a way of joining those two.

This
iswhat I am doing on my end of the membership group. I also
keep connected with the other Locals, to see where I can help
them retain and increase their membership.

I’'m thankful for the help of Bill McClennen, our new Asst,
Membership Chair, for his technical assistance with membership
records, and additional ideals he has on bringing in the bigger
motorcycle dealer partners. Friendly reminder — we are still
selling our membership drive raffle tickets.

SafeRiding Standars...In Groups or Alone
By Jeff Bassler, President Local 19 & ABATE of CA Board Member

There are two types of riding, and we approach them very
differently. They are solo riding and group riding.
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In solo riding we are, of course, riding without any other
motorcycles as part of our group. We are responsible for our own
bikes and riding style when doing this. You can ride slowly or fast.
You can ride defensively or aggressively. You can split lanes, or not.
You are not responsible for other members of a group, so you are
free to ride as you like. ABATE encourages safety and recommends
you being alert, safe and responsible.In group riding, you are
riding with others. This can include Run events, pick up rides with
other members, riding with friends, or even riding with people
you have never ridden with before. Regardless of how you choose
toride in these groups, it should be agreed upon by the group. If
some don’t like lane splitting, I don’t recommend anyone doing
it. You are safer from other vehicles as a big group, rather than
splitting up. You need to make the decisions and agreements of
your riding style with the other members of the group in mind.

Other recommendations for group riding include riding in
a staggered formation, not breaking any other traffic laws, and
no alcohol being consumed until kickstands are down, and the
official ride is over.That said, our individual safety, and that of
other members of the group are in our hands. This starts with
proper maintenance of our motorcycles. Our mechanical failure
becomes the next bike’s hazard. We need to know the agreed
upon standards for riding, and ride in accordance with them.
And we need to recognize hazards and take actions to correct or
communicate them. If you observe that someone else’s bike is not
roadworthy for some reason, it is your responsibility to take action.
If you are not comfortable approaching someone and pointing out
something about their bike, please point it out to a member of the
leadership. Riders have been asked not to participate in rides due
to issues that can become unsafe to other riders. You don’t want to
kick yourself after an accident because you could have prevented it.

Similarly, if you observe someone not riding within group
standards,
something needs to
be done before that
creates an accident.
Sometimes it is just
an issue of the rider
not being aware
of that particular
standard of the
group, as many
ride differently
when not riding
within a group.
Again, if you don’t
feel comfortable
addressing this,
please be sure one
of the leadership is
aware.

We will be o
sharing some of our other safety standards in future articles.

Remember, our objective is to ride safely ... and have fun.
